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div in this witty accessible study the prominent marxist thinker terry eagleton launches a surprising defense of the reality of evil drawing on literary
theological and psychoanalytic sources to suggest that evil no mere medieval artifact is a real phenomenon with palpable force in our contemporary world in a
book that ranges from st augustine to alcoholism thomas aquinas to thomas mann shakespeare to the holocaust eagleton investigates the frightful plight of
